政收支、教育文化、醫療保健、社會福利、政府服務等 10 類，各 
類分別擇重要項目予以提要分析，以供參閱。 

 

六、本刊各表所列金額均為新臺幣，度量衡單位一律採用公制，其中 

資料原非公制者，均經換算為公制以資劃一俾便比較。表內數字或 

因尾數四捨五入，故部分總數與細數之間，或有未能吻合情事，

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壹、土地 

一、地理位置 

本區位於臺中市南部偏西，東邊以雪山山脈支脈的大橫

屏山系和南投縣國姓鄉為鄰，東北部則以中央山脈支脈的頭

嵙山系和新社區接壤，西部和北部以旱溪、廍仔坑溪、大里

溪和東區為界，西南部和大里區、霧峰區緊鄰。本區的極東

點在茅埔坑溪上游支流發源地的 976 高地附近（東經約

120°49'44.9"，北緯約 24°07'08.9"），約位於大湖桶東方三公

里處；極西點在精武大橋北方約 70 公尺處的旱溪（東經約

120°41'30.4"，北緯約 24°09'0.6"）；極南在草湖溪上游發源

地的 685 高地附近（東經約 120°47'24.2"，北緯約 24°02'28.9"

），約位於大湖東南方四公里處；極北位於北坑溪上游支流

發源地的 786 高地附近（東經約 120°47'10.4"，北緯約

三、地形 

本區位於大橫屏山脈的西邊，地形大致呈現東高西低的

現象，大橫屏山脈屬於雪山山脈南段的支脈，為大甲溪切割

後所形成的，大橫屏山脈最高點的海拔高度是 1,205 公尺，

也是本區的最高點。本區的東邊除了大橫屏山脈以外，其他

地區則屬於霧峰山地的一部分；本區的西邊（約為市中心區

域）則為臺中盆地的一部分。大橫屏山脈的海拔高度大多在

900 公尺至 1,200 公尺之間，由於該山脈是本區多條河流的發

源地，使得大橫屏山脈的地勢，因河流的切割而出現一些陡

峭的地形。因此，在大橫屏山脈除了一般的林地之外，還有

一些坡度較大的區域，而呈現裸露地、崩塌地或稀疏植被的

地形。 
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四、土地利用與分配 

102 年底本區土地利用情形，根據地政單位登記資料顯

示，在已登記土地面積中，本區已登記土地面積 11,723.0564

公頃，較 101 年底減少 1.4209 公頃（0.01 個百分點），公有

土地面積為 5,269.5961 公頃（占 44.95％），私有土地面積為

6,430.3801 公頃（占 54.85 ％），公私共有土地面積為

23.0802 公頃（占 0.20％）。 

屬於非都市土地部分為 8,205.5862 公頃（占 70.00％）；

而都市用地部分為 3,517.4702 公頃（占 30.00％）。 

五、土壤 

本區東邊大橫屏山脈的土壤，主要以砂頁岩暗色崩積土

為主，部分地區屬於砂頁岩淡色崩積土，土層較薄，大多少

於 50 公分，坡度則大於 50％。霧峰山地位於大橫屏山脈的

西邊，以大茅埔斷層與大橫屏山脈分隔開來，平均的海拔高

度低於 400 公尺。由於霧峰山地屬於火炎山礫層，許多地區

因受雨水的沖刷，而形成直立岩壁的地形。本區北部的土壤

較厚，大多超過 50 公分，坡度亦較緩和，所以有利植物的生

長，許多地方均被開發種植果樹。土壤的成分則以砂頁岩淡

色崩積土為主，部分地區屬於塊狀砂頁岩暗色崩積土、砂頁

岩新沖積土、砂頁岩黃壤或洪積母質紅壤。西部的平原地區

是臺中盆地的一部分，約占全區總面積的五分之一左右。西

部的平原地區是由廍子溪、頭汴坑溪和草湖溪共同切割霧峰

山地所沖積出的合成沖積扇，平均的海拔高度約在 100 公尺

左右，土壤則屬於砂頁岩老沖積土。 
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六、河流 

本區的境內有許多河川，這些河川最終都匯流入大里溪

。本區境內的河川主要有旱溪、大里溪、廍子溪（大里溪的

支流）、頭汴坑溪、北坑溪（頭汴坑溪的支流）、東汴坑溪

（頭汴坑溪的支流）以及草湖溪等。 

旱溪是本區與東區的界河，廍子溪是本區的北界，在東

平橋附近匯流入大里溪中。頭汴坑溪及其支流，由於發源於

大橫屏山脈，流經該山脈與霧峰山地的陡峭地形和鬆軟表土

，所以切割沖刷出許多蜿蜓的河道。頭汴坑溪上游河道曲折

，農業開發亦較少，是許多民眾旅遊渡假的去處。本區多條

溪流上游是許多水生動物的天堂。 

七、氣候 

每年的一月是本區氣溫最低的月份，平均溫度近 16 度，

平均最低溫在十度左右。最熱的月份是八月，平均溫度在二

十八度左右，平均最高溫度在三十二度，比起鄰近的臺中市

市中心較冬暖夏涼。本區的雨季大都集中在五月至八月，其

中六至八月的降雨量總和超過全年的一半，而十月至十二月

是最乾旱的季節，由於本區屬於頭嵙山系下降階台地，故地

勢落差大，每逢雨季，河水湍急，不宜下水，以免肇生危險

，每年都有人為此溺水，千萬不可輕忽。 
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貳、人口 

一、人口分布與密度 

根據戶籍登記資料顯示（按我國戶口統計採用事件發生

登記制度）：102 年底本區人口已達 178,870 人，較 101 年底

增加 2,276 人（1.29 個百分點）。 

在戶數及戶量方面：102 年底全區總戶數為 58,289 戶，

較 101 年底增加 1,467 戶（2.58 個百分點）；戶量（每戶平

均人口數）為 3.07 人，較 101 年底減少 0.04 人。顯示家庭組

成逐漸走向小家庭制度，為農業社會蛻變為工商社會型態之

自然現象。 

在人口性別方面：102 年底男性為 89,358 人（占 49.96％

），女性為 89,512 人（占 50.04％）；性比例為 99.83％，較

101 年底減少 0.48 個百分點，即指每 100 個女性相對有 99.83

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在人口密度方面：102 年底每平方公里為 1,481.36 人，

較 101 年底增加 18.85 人。 

玆就各里人口數分布情形觀之：102 年底以新坪里 8,138

人（占 4.55％）居冠；新光里 8,091 人（占 4.52％）居次；

永成里 7,703 人（占 4.31％）居第三位；而黃竹里 770 人（

占 0.43％）為最少。 

再由各里人口密度來看，靠近本區東部的東汴、頭汴、

黃竹三里之人口數僅占全區人口之 2.49％，而其土地面積卻

占全區面積的 69.08％，換言之，97.51％的人口集中在全區

30.92％的土地上，人口分布密度極不均衡、差異甚大，主要

係因本區東部多為山地，西部則為臺中盆地之一部份所致，

102 年本區出生人數 1,746 人，死亡人數 1,027 人，人口

自然增加數 719 人；遷入人數 8,967 人，遷出人數 7,410 人，

三、年齡結構 

102 年底本區人口以年齡區分如下：幼年人口（0-14 歲

）26,348 人（占 14.73％）；工作年齡人口（15-64 歲）

138,000 人（占 77.15％）；老年人口（65 歲及以上）14,522

人（占 8.12％）；其幼年人口指數自 92 年底迄今加速遞減中

，老年人口指數亦呈現逐年上升的趨勢，致老化指數（老年

人口/幼年人口*100）自 92 年底的 27.27％大幅攀升至 102 年

底的 55.12％，由於出生率降低、醫學的進步，未來人口老化

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四、教育概況 

我國教育極為普及，自民國 57 年實施九年國民義務教育

後，人口素質急速提升。從戶籍登記之教育程度資料顯示：

滿十五歲以上者，102 年底共有 152,522 人占全區總人口

85.27％，較 101 年底滿十五歲以上者增加 2,543 人（1.70 個

百分點）。而其中研究所 5,935 人，大學 32,261 人，專科(不

含五專前三年)17,355 人，高中、職 54,187 人，國中、初職

22,183 人，小學 18,193 人，自修 363 人，不識字者 2,045 人

；其中大專以上者占滿十五歲以上人口數 36.42％，較 101 年

底增加 3,277 人，可見高等教育者日益增多，教育程度已明

顯普遍提高，且自修及不識字者亦逐年遞減，教育普及確實

提高國民知識水準。 

若分性別來看，男性高中職以上教育程度占滿十五歲以

上男性人口數 75.35％，女性高中職以上教育程度占滿十五歲

以上女性人口數 68.60％；男性專科以上教育程度比例為

37.62％，女性為 35.92％。由此可知，本區男性人口教育程

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五、婚姻狀況 

102 年底本區現住人口婚姻狀況：未婚 82,871 人（占

46.33％）；有偶 74,761 人（占 41.80％）；離婚 12,868 人（

占 7.19％）；喪偶 8,370 人（占 4.68％）；未婚人數中以男

性較多，有偶、離婚及喪偶者均以女性居多，其中未婚人數

與 30 歲以下人口數相當，顯示受到教育程度提高、經濟獨立

自主的影響，現代人多有晚婚的趨勢，另離婚人數逐年遞增

，其比例自民國 92 年底的 4.09％增加至 102 年底的 7.19％，

增加幅度達 75.79％，亦可說明現代人對婚姻觀念已較為開放

清光緒 21 年（西元 1895 年）前，太平屬臺灣府臺灣縣

藍興堡。同年，甲午戰爭失利，臺灣割讓給日本，次年改屬

臺中縣臺中辦務署藍興堡。明治 34 年（清光緒 27 年、西元

1901 年）改臺中廳藍興堡。大正 9 年（民國 9 年，西元 1920

年）改屬臺中州大屯郡，並命名為太平庄。光復後民國 34 年

改屬臺中縣大屯區太平鄉，民國 39 年改為臺中縣太平鄉。民

國 85 年改制升格為太平市。民國 99 年因臺中縣（市）合併

改命名為太平區。 

本區現行組織編制為區長、主任秘書各一人，其下設民

政、社會、農業及建設、公用、人文五課，秘書、人事、會
